Snowmobiling Year Round

This is the 5 th  year in a row that I have attended as a representative of the Hilton Sno -Flyers and each year I meet 

some new interesting people along with learn more of what organized snowmobiling is about.  

 

Of course I always attend the òmembershipó seminar. Each year they work on improving the online databaseõs user 

friendliness. This year there are some small subtle changes that most users will not notice and will be able to con-

tinue doing there club joining online. As a club we are about 65% online verses me inputting them from a paper ap-

plication. Our club is a little above normal from talking to other membership secretaries with regards to joining 

online with the state average being 40% online and 60% paper application. I like to think that is because I have 

shown you the way but more likely it is because Rochester is a tech smart area, regardless, it saves me some time if 

you join online.  

 

Here are some other interesting facts from the convention about the state. There are almost 70,000 members of 

NYSSA and 131,000 snowmobiles registered. Monroe County has the 4 th  highest # of registrations by county with 

5095. The Hilton Sno -Flyers are the 6 th  biggest club by memberships. There are over 17,000 out of state registrations 

processed in NY, with almost ½ that number coming from Pennsylvania.  

 

Both 

nights usually end with some refreshments of your choice and some general story telling. I encourage anyone that is 

interested and active in the club to join in.

Our 3 of groomers are in their summer storage place in the new south groomer barn. The  PB -100  brush guard was 

repaired thanks to Tim Henshaw. This past winter during its use, the PB ð 100 brush guard was tested on a tree 

branch. The guard worked and protected the machine as it should .Tim gave it a slight tune up and itõs back to its 

original shape. While the use of the machines  were limited this past season  because of our disappointing snow fall , 

there is still some PM that needs to be completed on the machines. We have some minor clean up, some greasing as 

well as some small repairs to complete on each machine.  

 

The South Groomer Barn:  

The new barn is starting to take shape. but still have a number of items yet to complete. The big garage door which is 

14 ft by 16 ft is in need of repair or replacement. We had one of the local garage door companies complete a Pm on the 

door and give us a list of what the door needs.

A number of us have been working at the New Groomer barn every 

other Wednesday night. The next scheduled work night is  07/07.  

We meet there around 6pm.If you are interested in helping out, 

please let me know your schedules so we can maximize our help. 

Most of the work details are in 2 - 4 hour increments and I supply 

refreshments.  Donõt be shy, there is plenty to do. All skill levels 

are welcome.
